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This matter came on before the Court for a Status Conference and hearing on various

IT IS ORDERED as follows:

1. Having been advised that Co-Defendant Chesley is now a party to Plaintiffs'

cross-appeal, all motions pending as to him shall remain pending until the trial

Court once again has jurisdiction.

2. Defendants Cunningham, Gallion, and Mills motions for a stay of enforcement of

judgment is OVERRULED, no supersedeas bond per CR 73.04 having been

posted.
